Without local jobs we are condemning our young people to leave
Hayle or struggle to survive.

00O0FIRE STATION

Hayle needs a fire station, or at least a Hayle-based appliance, for
local emergencies. In the summer it will take far too long for an
appliance to reach the centre of Hayle from Camborne.

®| have asked the Fire Brigade for a copy of their detailed
computer projections of response times, while | continue to insist
on a fire station in Hayle.

000 HOSPITAL SERVICES
